(Ensure batts
fit within cavity without compression,
making sure that there is at least 25mm
gap from the reflective surface). External
walls are to be clad with vapour
permeable reflective foil over the outside
of the timber frame. Ceiling to be
insulated with R4.0 and vapour
permeable sarking. Floor to be insulated
with Min R1.7 batts where applicable.
Seal exhaust fans to Ensuite, Bathroom,
Laundry and Kitchen. All downlights to
be IC rated. Construction of the external
walls, floor and roof for compliance with
building sealing requirements shalll

Wet areas: All wet areas shall comply
with the requirements of ABCB Housing
provisions Part 10.2.
