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THE PROPOSAL 

 

The applicant proposes to establish a residential use through the development of a single 
dwelling. 

The use is a Residential use class which is a No Permit Required use if for a single dwelling 
within the General Residential zone. 

The proposed dwelling comprises of three (3) bedrooms, open plan kitchen / dining / living 
area, three (3) bathrooms, rumpus, laundries, roofed deck, internal lift and attached double 
garage with an internal access door.  The dwelling is double storey on a slightly sloping site. 

The total height of the building is 7.845m, located 4.5m from the primary frontage, 1.5m from 
the southern side boundary, 2.23m from the northern side boundary and 4.06m from the rear 
boundary. 

Discretion is invoked on privacy considerations to the northern side boundary.

The site has some constraints with two service easements being a 1.0m wide easement on

8.4  Development Standards for Dwellings 

8.4.2  Setbacks and building envelope for all dwellings 

Objective: 

The siting and scale of dwellings: 

(a) provides reasonably consistent separation between dwellings and their frontage within a 
street; 

(b) provides consistency in the apparent scale, bulk, massing and proportion of dwellings; 
(c) provides separation between dwellings on adjoining properties to allow reasonable 

opportunity for daylight and sunlight to enter habitable rooms and private open space; and 
(d) provides reasonable access to sunlight for existing solar energy installations. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

Unless within a building area on a sealed plan, a dwelling, excluding garages, carports and 
protrusions that extend not more than 0.9m into the frontage setback, must have a setback from a 
frontage that is: 

(a) if the frontage is a primary frontage, not less than 4.5m, or, if the setback from the primary 
frontage is less than 4.5m, not less than the setback, from the primary frontage, of any existing 
dwelling on the site; 
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(b) if the frontage is not a primary frontage, not less than 3m, or, if the setback from the frontage 
is less than 3m, not less than the setback, from a frontage that is not a primary frontage, of 
any existing dwelling on the site; 

(c) if for a vacant site and there are existing dwellings on adjoining properties on the same 
street, not more than the greater, or less than the lesser, setback for the equivalent frontage 
of the dwellings on the adjoining sites on the same street; or 

(d) if located above a non-residential use at ground floor level, not less than the setback from 
the frontage of the ground floor level. 

A1: Complies. The proposed dwelling is setback 4.5m from the primary frontage. 

A2 – Acceptable Solution 

A garage or carport for a dwelling must have a setback from a primary frontage of not less than: 

(a) 5.5m, or alternatively 1m behind the building line; 
(b) the same as the building line, if a portion of the dwelling gross floor area is located above 

the garage or carport; or 
(c) 1m, if the existing ground level slopes up or down at a gradient steeper than 1 in 5 for a 

distance of 10m from the frontage. 

A2: Complies. The proposed attached double garage is setback 5.728m from the primary frontage. 

A3 – Acceptable Solution 

A dwelling, excluding outbuildings with a building height of not more than 2.4m and protrusions that 
extend not more than 0.9m horizontally beyond the building envelope, must: 

(a) be contained within a building envelope (refer to Figures 8.1, 8.2 and 8.3) determined by: 
(i) a distance equal to the frontage setback or, for an internal lot, a distance of 4.5m 

from the rear boundary of a property with an adjoining frontage; and 
(ii) projecting a line at an angle of 45 degrees from the horizontal at a height of 3m 

above existing ground level at the side and rear boundaries to a building height of 
not more than 8.5m above existing ground level; and 

(b) only have a setback of less than 1.5m from a side or rear boundary if the dwelling: 
(i) does not extend beyond an existing building built on or within 0.2m of the boundary 

of the adjoining property; or 
(ii) does not exceed a total length of 9m or one third the length of the side boundary 

(whichever is the lesser). 

A3: Complies. The proposed dwelling is setback 4.5m to the primary frontage, 1.5m from the southern 
side boundary, 2.23m from the northern side boundary and 4.06m from the rear boundary with an 
overall height is 7.845m.  The dwelling is within the building envelope in accordance with Figure 8.1 
as depicted on the elevations, with two protrusions of less than 0.9m on the eastern elevation. 

8.4.3  Site coverage and private open space for all dwellings 

Objective: 

That dwellings are compatible with the amenity and character of the area and provide: 

(a) for outdoor recreation and the operational needs of the residents; 
(b) opportunities for the planting of gardens and landscaping; and 
(c) private open space that is conveniently located and has access to sunlight. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

Dwellings must have: 

(a) a site coverage of not more than 50% (excluding eaves up to 0.6m wide); and 
(b) for multiple dwellings, a total area of private open space of not less than 60m² associated 

with each dwelling, unless the dwelling has a finished floor level that is entirely more than 
1.8m above the finished ground level (excluding a garage, carport or entry foyer). 

A1: Complies. The site coverage is 183.714m2 on a site area of 400m2, which equates to 45.97% 
site coverage, excluding the eaves. 
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A2 – Acceptable Solution 

A dwelling must have private open space that: 

(a) is in one location and is not less than: 
(i) 24m² or 
(ii) 12m², if the dwelling is a multiple dwelling with a finished floor level that is entirely 

more than 1.8m above the finished ground level (excluding a garage, carport or 
entry foyer); 

(b) has a minimum horizontal dimension of not less than: 
(i) 4m; or 
(ii) 2m, if the dwelling is a multiple dwelling with a finished floor level that is entirely 

more than 1.8m above the finished ground level (excluding a garage, carport or 
entry foyer); 

(c) is located between the dwelling and the frontage only if the frontage is orientated between 
30 degrees west of true north and 30 degrees east of true north; and 

(d) has a gradient not steeper than 1 in 10. 

A2: Complies. As evidenced on the ground floor plan, dedicated private open space to the north is 
greater than the required 24m2 area, in one location, with a minimum horizontal dimension of not less 
than 4m and has a gradient of not steeper than 1 in 10. 

8.4.5  Width of openings for garages and carports for all dwellings 

Objective: 

To reduce the potential for garage or carport openings to dominate the primary frontage. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

A garage or carport for a dwelling within 12m of a primary frontage, whether the garage or carport 
is free-standing or part of the dwelling, must have a total width of openings facing the primary 
frontage of not more than 6m or half the width of the frontage (whichever is the lesser). 

A1: Complies. The attached double garage is setback 5.728m from the primary frontage and has 
an opening of 5.0m. 

8.4.6  Privacy for all dwellings 

Objective: 

To provide a reasonable opportunity for privacy for dwellings. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

A balcony, deck, roof terrace, parking space, or carport for a dwelling (whether freestanding or part 
of the dwelling), that has a finished surface or floor level more than 1m above existing ground level 
must have a permanently fixed screen to a height of not less than 1.7m above the finished surface or 
floor level, with a uniform transparency of not more than 25%, along the sides facing a: 

(a) side boundary, unless the balcony, deck, roof terrace, parking space, or carport has a setback 
of not less than 3m from the side boundary; 

(b) rear boundary, unless the balcony, deck, roof terrace, parking space, or carport has a setback 
of not less than 4m from the rear boundary; and 

(c) dwelling on the same site, unless the balcony, deck, roof terrace, parking space, or carport is 
not less than 6m: 

(i) from a window or glazed door, to a habitable room of the other dwelling on the 
same site; or 

(ii) from a balcony, deck, roof terrace or the private open space of the other dwelling 
on the same site. 

A1: Does not Comply. The proposed first floor has a deck that has a finished floor level of more than 
1m above existing ground level and is setback less than 3.0m to the northern side boundary and 
cannot meet the acceptable solution. 
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P1 – Performance Criteria 

A balcony, deck, roof terrace, parking space or carport for a dwelling (whether freestanding or part 
of the dwelling) that has a finished surface or floor level more than 1m above existing ground level, 
must be screened, or otherwise designed, to minimise overlooking of: 

(a) a dwelling on an adjoining property or its private open space; or 
(b) another dwelling on the same site or its private open space. 

P1 Assessment: The proposed first floor deck is setback 2.23m from the northern side boundary and 
has been designed to minimise overlooking taking into consideration- 

(a) There is no dwelling on the northern adjoining property at 83 Wilmot Street, which is known 
as Bass House and operates as a Medical Centre and has done so for many years. The 
Medical Centre is considerably lower in finished ground level to the proposed dwelling as 
shown in the photo below. 

 

There is also an established solid colorbond boundary fence and access way separating the 
two properties.  Further, there are no windows visible on its southern elevation. The only 
overlooking would be to the carpark and roof of the Medical Centre shown in the photo 
below. 

 

(b) There is no other dwelling on the same site. 

The permit application achieves the performance criteria P1. 
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A2 – Acceptable Solution 

A window or glazed door to a habitable room of a dwelling, that has a floor level more than 1m 
above existing ground level, must satisfy (a), unless it satisfies (b): 

(a) the window or glazed door: 
(i) is to have a setback of not less than 3m from a side boundary; 
(ii) is to have a setback of not less than 4m from a rear boundary; 
(iii) if the dwelling is a multiple dwelling, is to be not less than 6m from a window or 

glazed door, to a habitable room, of another dwelling on the same site; and  
(iv) if the dwelling is a multiple dwelling, is to be not less than 6m from the private open 

space of another dwelling on the same site. 
(b) the window or glazed door: 

(i) is to be offset, in the horizontal plane, not less than 1.5m from the edge of a window 
or glazed door, to a habitable room of another dwelling; 

(ii) is to have a sill height of not less than 1.7m above the floor level or have fixed 
obscure glazing extending to a height of not less than 1.7m above the floor level; or 

(iii) is to have a permanently fixed external screen for the full length of the window or 
glazed door, to a height of not less than 1.7m above floor level, with a uniform 
transparency of not more than 25%. 

A2: Complies. The proposed first floor windows to habitable rooms have a finished floor level of 
more than 1m above existing ground level, but are offset in the horizontal plane, of not less than 1.5m 
to the building at 83 Wilmot Street. 

A3 – Acceptable Solution 

A shared driveway or parking space (excluding a parking space allocated to that dwelling) must be 
separated from a window, or glazed door, to a habitable room of a multiple dwelling by a horizontal 
distance of not less than: 

(a) 2.5m; or 
(b) 1m if: 

(i) it is separated by a screen of not less than 1.7m in height; or 
(ii) the window, or glazed door, to a habitable room has a sill height of not less than 

1.7m above the shared driveway or parking space, or has fixed obscure glazing 
extending to a height of not less than 1.7m above the floor level. 

A3: Not Applicable. There is no proposed shared driveway or parking space. 

8.4.7  Frontage fences for all dwellings 

Objective: 

The height and transparency of frontage fences: 

(a) provides adequate privacy and security for residents; 
(b) allows the potential for mutual passive surveillance between the road and the dwelling; and 
(c) is reasonably consistent with that on adjoining properties. 

P1 – Performance Criteria 

A fence (including a free-standing wall) for a dwelling within 4.5m of a frontage must:  

(a) provide for security and privacy while allowing for passive surveillance of the road; and 
(b) be compatible with the height and transparency of fences in the street, having regard to: 

(i) the topography of the site; and 
(ii) traffic volumes on the adjoining road. 

P1 Not Applicable. There is no frontage fencing proposed as part of this permit application.

The number of on-site car parking spaces must be no less than the number specified in Table C2.1, 
excluding if: 

(a) the site is subject to a parking plan for the area adopted by council, in which case parking 
provision (spaces or cash-in-lieu) must be in accordance with that plan; 

(b) the site is contained within a parking precinct plan and subject to Clause C2.7; 
(c) the site is subject to Clause C2.5.5; or 
(d) it relates to an intensification of an existing use or development or a change of use where: 

(i) the number of on-site car parking spaces for the existing use or development 
specified in Table C2.1 is greater than the number of car parking spaces specified 
in Table C2.1 for the proposed use or development, in which case no additional on-
site car parking is required; or 

(ii) the number of on-site car parking spaces for the existing use or development 
specified in Table C2.1 is less than the number of car parking spaces specified in 
Table C2.1 for the proposed use or development, in which case on-site car parking 
must be calculated as follows: 

a. N = A + (C- B) 
b. N = Number of on-site car parking spaces required 
c. A = Number of existing on site car parking spaces 
d. B = Number of on-site car parking spaces required for the existing use or 

development specified in Table C2.1 
e. C= Number of on-site car parking spaces required for the proposed use or 

development specified in Table C2.1. 

A1: Complies. In accordance with Table C2.1 the proposed single dwelling provides two onsite 
parking spaces to the serve the dwelling in the attached double garage. 

C2.6  Development Standards for Buildings and Works 

C2.6.1  Construction of parking areas 

Objective: 

That parking areas are constructed to an appropriate standard. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

All parking, access ways, manoeuvring and circulation spaces must: 

(a) be constructed with a durable all weather pavement; 
(b) be drained to the public stormwater system, or contain stormwater on the site; and 

(c) excluding all uses in the Rural Zone, Agriculture Zone, Landscape Conservation Zone, 
Environmental Management Zone, Recreation Zone and Open Space Zone, be surfaced by 
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a spray seal, asphalt, concrete, pavers or equivalent material to restrict abrasion from 
traffic and minimise entry of water to the pavement. 

A1: Complies. All parking, access ways, manoeuvring and circulation spaces are constructed with a 
durable all weather pavement, which drains to the public stormwater system and is concrete pavement. 

C2.6.2  Design and layout of parking areas 

Objective: 

That parking areas are designed and laid out to provide convenient, safe and efficient parking. 

A1.1 – Acceptable Solution 

Parking, access ways, manoeuvring and circulation spaces must either: 

(a) comply with the following: 
(i) have a gradient in accordance with Australian Standard AS 2890 - Parking 

facilities, Parts 1-6; 
(ii) provide for vehicles to enter and exit the site in a forward direction where 

providing for more than 4 parking spaces; 
(iii) have an access width not less than the requirements in Table C2.2; 
(iv) have car parking space dimensions which satisfy the requirements in Table C2.3; 
(v) have a combined access and manoeuvring width adjacent to parking spaces not less 

than the requirements in Table C2.3 where there are 3 or more car parking spaces; 
(vi) have a vertical clearance of not less than 2.1m above the parking surface level; 

and 
(vii) excluding a single dwelling, be delineated by line marking or other clear physical 

means; or 
(b) comply with Australian Standard AS 2890- Parking facilities, Parts 1-6. 

A1.2 – Acceptable Solution 

Parking spaces provided for use by persons with a disability must satisfy the following: 

(a) be located as close as practicable to the main entry point to the building; 
(b) be incorporated into the overall car park design; and 
(c) be designed and constructed in accordance with Australian/New Zealand Standard AS/NZS 

2890.6:2009 Parking facilities, Off-street parking for people with disabilities. [S35] 

Footnotes 
[S35] Requirements for the number of accessible car parking spaces are specified in part D3 of the 
National Construction Code 2016. 

A1: Complies. All parking, access ways, manoeuvring and circulation spaces comply with Australian 
Standards As 2890 – Parking Facilities, Parts 1-6. 

C2.6.3  Number of accesses for vehicles 

Objective: 

That: 

(a) access to land is provided which is safe and efficient for users of the land and all road 
network users, including but not limited to drivers, passengers, pedestrians and cyclists by 
minimising the number of vehicle accesses; 

(b) accesses do not cause an unreasonable loss of amenity of adjoining uses; and 
(c) the number of accesses minimise impacts on the streetscape. 
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A1 – Acceptable Solution 

The number of accesses provided for each frontage must: 

(a) be no more than 1; or 
(b) no more than the existing number of accesses, 

whichever is the greater. 

A1: Complies. There is one (1) existing access provided for the frontage. 

C3.0 ROAD AND RAILWAY ASSETS CODE 

C3.6  Development Standards for Buildings and Works 

C3.6.1  Habitable buildings for sensitive uses within a road or railway attenuation area 

Objective: 

To minimise the effects of noise, vibration, light and air emissions on sensitive uses within a road or 
railway attenuation area, from existing and future major roads and the rail network. 

A1 – Acceptable Solution 

Unless within a building area on a sealed plan approved under this planning scheme, habitable 
buildings for a sensitive use within a road or railway attenuation area, must be: 

a) within a row of existing habitable buildings for sensitive uses and no closer to the existing or 
future major road or rail network than the adjoining habitable building; 

b) an extension which extends no closer to the existing or future major road or rail network 
than: 

(i) the existing habitable building; or 
(ii) an adjoining habitable building for a sensitive use; or 

c) located or designed so that external noise levels are not more than the level in Table C3.2 
measured in accordance with Part D of the Noise Measurement Procedures Manual, 2nd 
edition, July 2008. 

A1: Complies. The proposed dwelling is setback less than 50m to the Bass Highway, but is within a 
row of existing habitable buildings for sensitive use and is no closer to the Bass Highway than the 
developed dwellings at 35 and 39 Queen Street, Burnie. 

C4.0 ELECTRICITY TRANSMISSION INFRASTRUCTURE PROTECTION CODE 

Not Applicable – The site is not on land within an electricity transmission corridor, communication 
station buffer or substation facility buffer area. 

C5.0 TELECOMMUNICATIONS CODE 

Not Applicable – The use and development does not involve telecommunications. 

C6.0 LOCAL HISTORIC HERITAGE CODE
